

Statutes for Film & Kino

1.
Purpose and mission


Film & Kino is a member organisation for Norwegian municipalities and its purpose is to represent the members and look after Norwegian municipalities' interests within films, cinema operations and video activities.

Film & Kino is a professional and culture policy organ for municipalities and through support initiatives, skills development and consultancy it shall contribute to a positive development of cinema and video activities.

Film & Kino shall work for quality-based and goal-driven cinema operations, in which the cinema can be an integrated part of the culture policy of the various municipalities.

2.
Memberships – membership obligations

2.1 Membership

Membership is open to all municipalities following a decision in the municipal council or the its executive committee.

Membership applications shall be submitted to Film & Kino's board for approval.

2.2 Resignation

Resignations shall be submitted in writing to Film & Kino's board at least three months before the expiration of the membership year.

2.3 Membership fee

The membership fee is decided by the national congress.

The membership fee must be paid within 31 March of the year that the fee concerns.

Members that are accepted in the course of the year shall pay a minimum membership fee upon joining and any remaining membership fee shall be paid at the end of the year.

2.4 Other membership obligations

Members shall provide Film & Kino with accounts and other information that the organisation requires for its work as regards statistical reports, operation investigations, rationalisation initiatives, and so on.

3.
National congress

3.1 Time and announcement

The ordinary national congress is held every year before the end of June.

Members are to be informed about the time and place of the national congress before the end of February the same year.

A suggestion for the agenda and the pertinent documents shall be sent out at least four weeks before the national congress.

Topics that members wish to be discussed during the national congress shall be submitted to the board before the end of February the same year.

3.2 Delegates for the national congress 

Members who have paid their membership fees can send delegates with the right to vote, compared to last year, in the following way:

Minimum representation for all municipalities:
1 delegate

Municipalities with more than 20,000 inhabitants:
2 delegates

Municipalities with more than 30,000 inhabitants:
3 delegates

Municipalities with more than 50,000 inhabitants:
5 delegates

Municipalities with more than 75,000 inhabitants:
8 delegates

Municipalities with more than 100,000 inhabitants: 12 delegates, plus four extra            delegates per 100,000 in excess of 100,000 inhabitants

Municipality delegates must either be elected for the city or municipal council, the executive committee, major committees (in Norwegian: “hovedutvalg”), or be on a board for which these bodies appoint members, for example the cinema committee or the business committee.

The total representation of membership municipalities shall make up two thirds of the national congress's delegates who are entitled to vote. The number of votes will be weighted so that this always will be the case.

Cinemas that were charged fees for the Norwegian Cinema and Film Fund last year can send delegates with the right to vote in the following way:

Cinemas with an annual attendance higher than 400,000:
3 delegates

Cinemas with an annual attendance higher than 200,000: 
2 delegates

Cinemas with an annual attendance higher than 100,000:
1 delegate

Representatives for the other cinemas are appointed by the Norwegian Cinema Managers Association in co-operation with the Norwegian Cinema Association. The total representation for the cinema industry shall make up one sixth of the national congress's delegates who are entitled to vote.

The video industry can, on the basis of paid fees to the Norwegian Cinema and Film Fund last year, send delegates with the right to vote in the following way:

The Video Industry Common Office (in Norwegian: “Videobransjens Felleskontor – VFK) will appoint representatives from distributors and retailers so that in total they will make up one sixth of the national congress's delegates who are entitled to vote. 

3.3 The right to vote by authority

Membership municipalities, cinemas and the Video Industry Common Office can all vote by authority. Membership municipalities can also give the authority to vote on their behalf to another membership municipality. In the same way, cinemas can give the authority to vote on their behalf to another cinema. Such authorisations must be submitted in writing and state the number of votes that the authorisation represents.

3.4 Representatives without the right to vote

The following have the right to attend the congress with permission to speak and make proposals, but without the right to vote:

Administrative personnel from the membership municipalities can attend as observers with the right to speak but without the right to make proposals.

3.5 Agenda

The national congress shall concern itself with the following agenda:

3.6 Decisions

All decisions are made by simple majority unless something else is decided in the statutes.

4.
Extraordinary national congress

An extraordinary national congress is established when the board finds it necessary or if it is demanded by at least 20 per cent of the members.

It shall be announced at least three weeks before the congress.

An extraordinary national congress can only address the issues on the agenda accompanying the announcement.

As to the right to attend and to vote, please refer to the rules for the ordinary national congress.

5.
Board

5.1 The constitution of the board

Film & Kino is the led by a board of eight members, with personal substitute members.

5 members, with substitute members, are elected on a political basis by the national congress.

1 member, with a substitute member, is elected by the national congress after a nomination by the cinemas.

1 member, with a substitute member, is elected by the national congress after a nomination by the Video Industry Common Office.

1 member, with a substitute member, is elected by and among the employees.

The chairperson and vice-chairperson are elected separately.

The board members are elected for a period of two years.

No one can be elected to the board for more than three consecutive periods.

If a board member resigns during the elected period his or her personal substitute member will act as a board member until a new election can take place.

If during the election period there arise circumstances within the cinema or video industry's representative organs that change the basis for the elected board member's representation, the board is authorised, after a nomination from the industry itself, to approve a temporary board member, or, alternatively, a substitute member to the board, until a new election can take place.

5.2 The board's responsibilities etc.

The board is responsible for the organisation's daily management and the administration of the Norwegian Cinema and Film Fund's funds according to the statutes of the fund.

The chairperson and one member of the board together register the organisation's company. 

The board employs the Chief Executive Officer.

The board may delegate its power to employ other personnel to the Chief Executive Officer.

There shall be a common administration for Film & Kino and the Norwegian Cinema and Film Fund.

5.3 Board meetings

The board convenes meeting as often as the Chairperson finds it necessary or when at least two board members demand it.

The board has a quorum when at least three of the board members elected on a political basis, or their substitute members, are present. 

In situations with equality of vote, decisions are made using the Chairperson's casting vote.

6.
Public accountant

A chartered public accountant is to be used as the public accountant for the organisation. 

7.
Changes to the statutes - dissolution

7.1 Changes to the statutes

To make changes to the statutes, a two-thirds majority is required. 

7.2 Dissolution

A decision to dissolve the membership organisation Film & Kino can only be made at the ordinary national congress and requires a two-third majority of the vote.
